The Vision

We come to you as conductors from the Neo Underground Railroad (NURC).  The NURC is a movement based on the emancipation of the mind.  It was founded by a group of college students who have realized that, although not bound by the shackles of our ancestors, slavery for us, indeed, still exists.  For in the very country we call home there is a collective plantation full of corporate slave masters who use the media as overseers to drive us to do and believe exactly what keeps us further from freedom.  Our men and women are put up onto auction blocks to be objectified and emasculated.  The government denies our children education and healthcare and discontinue our parents’ and grandparents’ well deserved social security. We are given the chance to matriculate into their schools of higher education, but most times we are not given fair treatment: financially, socially, or academically.  

The NURC is taking our movement to the frontlines with force. As intelligent Black men and women we realize that the Real Emancipation of our Generation is directly connected to the freedom of our minds. It has always been during times of adversity and hardship that our people have managed to “Regenerate” their lives and turn negatives into positives. In today’s American society the concepts of slavery and racism are looked upon as troubles of the past that have no relevancy to our current situation. Though most people experience the problems every single day they have very limited outlets for which to express their frustrations and channel their anger into something positive. 

The media and entertainment industries only worsen our situation as they strive to provide a constant supply of the most outlandish and artificial portrayals of Black America. It has become normal to perceive young Black males as ‘gangstas’, ‘thugs’, and ‘pimps’ that enthusiastically endorse the misogynistic degradation of our women. Hip-Hop, in its essence, is the voice of the underrepresented and the oppressed. The entire Kulture of Hip-Hop is a living and breathing entity that has completely changed the dynamics of American society. Yet it is now clear to any true Hip-Hoppa that our own creation has become our own worst enemy and the insidious manipulation of our culture by corporate entities has damaged the progress of our people. 

The concept of “reality” for many of our Black youth revolves around what they see on the TV and what they experience in their everyday lives. Self-expression has become caged behind bars of insecurity and materialism is valued far more than righteousness. The fact is, if you are young and Black there is always a trap waiting to incorporate you into the vicious cycle of drugs, disease, and crime. We still hear the calls from the older generations for a change. Their advice and guidance is definitely received with high respect. Yet it is our generation’s leaders that must take action and connect to our peers. Our Brothers and Sisters need to see strength and passion from people that understand their experience and are willing to accept who they are. That is why the time has come for our generation’s leaders to rise to the occasion and take this nation by storm. We are here to finish the work of Stoakley Carmichael and Ella Baker. We are strengthened by the shadows of Huey Newton and Tupac Shakur. The spirits of Dr. King and Malcolm X guide us to the light at the end of the tunnel and Black America’s Freedom Fighters will emerge from the Underground Railroad.

 The Mission

The time for action is now. The NURC is constantly expanding and creating a vast network of minority student leaders from across the nation. The responses from college students, administrators, and professionals are overwhelmingly positive and enthusiastic. The urgency of this cause has created a massive influx of support across the board and we have yet to truly touch the people. The dedicated leadership of the NURC is now developing many creative initiatives that will deepen the roots in our foundation while also fostering a crucial awareness of the problems we face as Black Americans. We understand that to successfully move forward you must know where you have been. Our efforts are always connected to the history of the struggle and our overall goal is to constantly evolve as a catalyst for progress within our Black communities.

The RE-Generation Tour will serve as an entertaining, educational, and motivational program that can be held at any college in the country. The main goal of this entire initiative is to highlight the positive aspects of our African Heritage while also addressing the pressing issues that we as Black Americans face today. Through a Three-Point events schedule the campus and community will be brought together in solidarity for a common cause. The unique approach of each activity is geared to be engaging for students, faculty, and community members. Below is a breakdown of the three events…

1.) Real Talk

Real Talk is a motivational forum that targets the leaders of tomorrow, whether high school or college students. It is an informative discussion that details the NURC movement while also examining the issues that affect Black communities across our country. We will portray our cause in the historical context of the Black struggle as we are looking to display the ongoing evolution of our emancipation. With a professionally produced video and the use of an interactive Power Point we will ensure that visual aspects of the presentation are stimulating and educational. The Conductors that administrate these sessions will also incorporate several of the campus’s Minority student leaders and Faculty members into the program. They will have an opportunity to speak on their experiences and address issues that they face in their lives. The Forum will run for two hours and can be held in a seminar room or an auditorium, depending on the size of the school. The Conductors and the campus representatives will administer the first hour of the Forum. The second hour will serve as an open floor for the discussion of various topics that are raised throughout the program. This is the first activity of the day and would be scheduled to occur in the late morning to late afternoon. The forums should be open to college students, faculty members, community activists/leaders, as well as student leaders in the local high schools. This first event must be a dynamic gathering that creates an understanding of who we are and what we’re about. 
2.) Show Time

Show Time is an entertaining talent showcase that will give an opportunity for local talent to shine. This hour-long talent show will lead up to the final event and will be organized and hosted by the campus representatives. We want to provide a welcoming and positive environment for everybody to shine and perform to the best of their ability. We will be recruiting singers, lyricists, poets, musicians, DJs, and dancers. This will not only draw larger crowds of people who are coming to support their friends, it will also allow the Conductors to make valuable connections with the amazing underground talent that is found across the entire nation. There is no grand prize or compensation for performing; we just want this to become a positive outlet for the creative minds of our generation. The schools will need to reserve a big enough space on campus to hold a concert (Gym, Performance Center, Open Atrium, etc.) and it will also be required to have a stage set-up. This event can begin anytime in the evening, depending on when the school wants to host the final concert. 

3.) The Resurrection
